5 Unlocked Cars Entered on Hesketh Over the Weekend

While on patrol shortly after 6:00 a.m. Saturday morning (10/11/14), Officer Timmerman of the Chevy
Chase Village Police Department spotted a car in the unit block of Hesketh Street with its trunk open and
an interior light on. Upon investigation, Officer Timmerman located four other cars on that same block
that appeared to have had their contents disturbed.

After contacting the 4 owners (2 of the cars were owned by the same household), police learned that all
of the cars were left unlocked overnight. One of the owners had intentionally left the windows of her
car wide open. Nothing was taken from four of the cars; $2 in coins was taken from one of the vehicles.

Residents are strongly urged to lock their cars every time they park, and to remove all valuables from
their vehicles. When we leave our cars unlocked, thieves will continue to come to the Village in search
of property to steal; we must deny them these easy opportunities.
